9 rules of a bodyguard that require common actions, guaranteeing reliable performance of requirements:

1. A threat is primary and permanent. Constancy and initial uncertainty of a source of a threat requires widespread and persistent ensuring personal safety of the protected person that determines the order and conditions of professional activities of a bodyguard. The main requirement to a bodyguard’s work is reliability. He is obliged to remember about force-majeure circumstances and correctly act to prevent such situations. A bodyguard must always be ready to act in different types of alarms.

2. Operational planning, detailed analysis of the current operational situation and immediate ensuring safety to the protected person – three components of a bodyguard’s work that requires high professionalism and continuous improvement of his skills, maintaining the necessary mental and physical state. Contracts, rules and obligations determine goals and tasks of a bodyguard for direct ensuring safety of the protected person. Official documentation regulates his activities on the specific post.

3. Initially, a bodyguard’s work is defined by requirements to ensure safety, but in turn he must remember and if possible give full support to a comfort state of the protected person. In all respects with the protected person a bodyguard must be honest, discreet and resourceful, but not intrusive. In all cases, the guiding principle for actions of a bodyguard is to guarantee safety of the protected person. In relationships with colleagues a bodyguard should be true and correct.

4. The current legislation is a priority, regulating activities of a bodyguard. He must understand the tasks of the law enforcement authorities, and, if possible, provide them with all possible assistance. A bodyguard must be able to apply his legal knowledge in practice.

5. Observation is the main working method of a bodyguard. Continuous and purposeful, covering all spheres of relations of the protected person without exception, accepted nothing as a security guarantee,  supervision requires absolute attention of a bodyguard in combination with fast and accurate analytical thinking.

6. Using firearms is an extreme measure for reflection of an attack to the protected person, when all available methods and means to prevent attacks were used, dictating the precise knowledge of legal conditions, bases and methods of using and applying firearms. Fire in the direction of the protected person is strictly prohibited. When working with arms, a bodyguard must comply with all necessary legal requirements, not only concerning its wearing, but especially its using. 

7. A bodyguard is obliged to know and comply strictly with the technology of ensuring personal safety. Planning, taking the object under protection, organizing monitoring and alarm actions are based on the prediction of threats, use of techniques and methods of avoiding and countering it as a last resort. The main technological skill of a bodyguard is the sentry discipline.

8. A bodyguard is prohibited to do any actions that endanger safety of the protected person as well as simplification of the process of its realization. The bodyguard’s tactics. If execution of the protected person’s request is contrary to this provision, a bodyguard is obliged to report this to the management, and timely find an effective compromise between the requirements of the protected person and conditions of ensuring his safety.

A bodyguard has no right to use information that became known to him as a result of execution of his own obligations in order to damage safety of the protected person, as well as his personal dignity, in any form. Achievement of the maximum by available forces and capabilities in certain situations is creativity of a bodyguard, compliance with requirements of ensuring safety is his art.

9. In any crisis situations a bodyguard must act immediately, fearlessly and effectively.  When attacking with firearms he is obliged:

To remove (take away) the protected person from the attack line*;

To be out of the range of fire (a threat) himself;

In accordance with the current legislation to neutralize the attacker with fighting;

· to ensure evacuation of the protected person from a crisis point to the nearest safe place;

if necessary, to provide the first medical assistance to the protected person, before the arrival of qualified specialists or transfer him to a medical facility

· to report to the law enforcement on the fact of consequences of the attack, take measures to fix traces of the accident, provide other legal actions.

* when attacked with edged weapons, objects of shock-crushing action or unarmed attacked, a bodyguard must block the attacking line first of all.
